01 )
Instruction for Tenderers :
1.1
The tender should be superscripted by Firm Name, Price Bid for tender document No. & shall contain price bid as per schedule of the tender document. Tenderer shall quote strictly as per specification and manufactured by companies conforming to ISO 9002/International standards.

The tender document should be submitted with following documents

a) Proof of earnest money.
b) Proof of Registration with Sales Tax Department, DIC.

c) Latest Sales Tax Clearance Certificate.

          Earnest Money:
The tender must be accompanied by earnest money in the shape of CDR amounting to Rs. 2% of the offered cost pledged to Executive Engineer TLMD – IV, Pampore.
1.3            Opening of Tenders :
The tender shall be opened on the due date of opening of tenders in case the due date of opening of tenders falls on Holiday or on off day the tenders will be opened on the next working day following such holiday or any other convenient date to the tender opening committee. The tender shall be opened in presence of tenderer who may wish to be present.

Supplier Knowledge/Qualification for Bidding:
The supplier shall be deemed to have fully informed himself of the nature of equipment, its scope, specification, prevailing circumstances & completion of this contract. The supplier signing the tender shall satisfy himself & it will be presumed that the supplier has fully satisfied himself. Any ambiguity shall be to the advantage of the department.
The Bidder shall submit documentary evidence in support of qualifying requirement stipulated as below along with his bid.

The Bidder must have supplied at least 5 No SF6 Handling Plants in last three years which must be in satisfactory operation for at least one year on the last date of sale of bidding document.

Letter of Intent:
A letter of intent shall be placed by the Department with the supplier, as soon as the supplier is declared as successful bidder. The period of completion of contract shall begin from the date the supplier accepts the letter of intent.
Work Order:
A detailed supply order shall be placed by the department with the successful supplier as soon as the letter of intent is accepted by supplier.

Agreement:
The supplier shall have to execute an agreement with the department without which no payment will be made. 

Quality of the Equipment:
The equipment to be supplied shall be of the highest class of workmanship as per latest Indian standards specification including all their amendments & code of practice for manufacture of equipment. The supplier shall purchase the equipment only from leading manufactures for which the supplier has to furnish documentary evidence. The equipment shall be as per specification of this NIT & shall clearly indicate the name & make of manufacturer of the equipment / supplier and the specification. The tender is likely to be rejected if the make of the equipment is not specified in the annexure wherever applicable forming part of this N.I.T.

Modification of Specification:
No modification or specification will be allowed. However if it is felt that any change in the make or specification becomes necessary due to circumstances beyond the control of the supplier or Department the same has to be made in writing & prior approval of the department is to be obtained. 

Completion Period of the Contract:
Time of completion is the essence of this contract. The completion period of the entire contract shall be 30 days from the date of placement of letter of Intent. 
Validity:
The offer quoted by the supplier should be valid for a period of 180 days. In case of withdrawal of offer by any tenderer during validity period, his earnest money shall be forfeited.
Prices:
The rates quoted by the bidder should be firm.
 No escalation shall be entertained.
The rates quoted shall be F.O.R  Stores at TLMD – IV Pampore
Terms of Payment:
90% payment shall be made after the supply is completed in all respect to be certified by the concerned Executive Engineer on the verified bills and remaining 10% shall be released after a period of six months after receiving satisfactory performance certificates of the equipment installed from concerned A.E.E. 
Termination of the Contract:
Department reserves the right to cancel the contract at any stage of time in the event of failure of supplier to supply or in the event the Engineer finds material substandard.

Force Majure:
The supplier shall not be liable for any additional cost of any liquidated damages of delay or any failure to perform the contract arising out of force majure excepting natural calamity or the enemy of the Govt, fire, floods, epidemic quarantine, restricted strikes, provided that the supplier shall within 7days from the beginning of such delay notify to the Department in writing the cause of the delay.

Arbitration:
Should any doubt, question, dispute or difference, whatsoever arise between the supplier & the Department upon or in relation to or in connection with the contract either of the parties may give notice to the other side in writing of the existence of such doubt, question, dispute or differences & the same shall be referred to Chief Engineer for arbitration under J&K arbitration act 1940. The decision of the arbitrator shall be final, conclusive & binding upon the parties. The supplier shall not delay the supply by above reasons of any references to the arbitration & shall proceed with the supply with all due diligences & shall, until the decision of the arbitrator, abide by the decisions of the Engineer.

Court of competent Jurisdiction:
The court of competent jurisdiction shall be under the High court of Jammu & Kashmir at Srinagar only.

Taxes:
The price of the equipment shall be inclusive of all taxes.
Contract Act:
The contract in all respect be operated as defined in J&K contract Act. Samvat 1977 (1920 AD) & all the payment shall be made in Rupees.

Specification:
All the equipment / material to be supplied shall be of proper specification conforming to latest Indian standards.
All other Terms & Conditions as laid down in PWD Form ( 25 ) shall remain same.
